POLL RESULTS OF THE SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING

The Board is pleased to announce that at the Special General Meeting held on 9 October 2009,
(1) the ordinary resolution to approve the Interior Advertising Licence Agreement and the
transactions contemplated thereunder and the proposed annual caps for licence fee (the
“Ordinary Resolution No.1”), (ii) the ordinary resolution to approve the Exterior
Advertising Licence Agreement and the transactions contemplated thereunder and the
proposed annual caps for licence fee (the “Ordinary Resolution No.2”), and (iii) the ordinary
resolution to approve the proposed annual caps for licence fee and service charges in respect
of the transactions contemplated under the MMOB Licence Agreement (the “Ordinary
Resolution No.3”) (the Ordinary Resolutions No.l, 2 and 3 collectively, the “Ordinary
Resolutions™) were duly passed by the Independent Shareholders by poll.

Computershare Hong Kong Investor Services Limited, the Company’s branch share registrar,
was appointed as scrutineer for the purpose of counting the votes at the Special General
Meeting.

As at the date of the Special General Meeting, the Company’s total number of issued shares
was 997,365,332 Shares. KMB Resources Limited, Ms. Winnie Ng and Mr. Anthony Ng and
their respective associates who, in aggregate, beneficially held 729,251,153 Shares,
representing approximately 73.12% of the issued share capital of the Company as at the date



of the Special General Meeting, were required to abstain and did abstain from voting on the
Ordinary Resolutions at the Special General Meeting. The total number of Shares entitling the
Shareholders to attend the Special General Meeting and vote for or against the Ordinary
Resolutions was 268,114,179 Shares. There was no Shareholder who was entitled to attend
the Special General Meeting but was only entitled to vote against any of the Ordinary
Resolutions.

Independent Shareholders holding 84,765,302 Shares attended the Special General Meeting
and voted in person or by proxy or corporate representative in respect of the Ordinary
Resolutions.
